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Electrical racing is the future – says former Le Mans winner
”I’m not in doubt, when the electrical bikes are faster than the traditional petrol-driven bikes the world goes electric – and they will be faster sooner or later,” says history first Danish Le Mans winner, John Nielsen in connection to the presentation of the International Eco Enduro – the World first international Enduro race for zero-pollution electrical competition motorcycles, taking place in Denmark in the period of the Climate Change Conference in Copenhagen December 2009.

The presentation took place in Randers, Denmark, in connection to the MX3 World Championship race Sunday afternoon.
”Basically a racer doesn’t have to make a lot of noise. If the first racecars and racingbikes had been electrical we would not have been used to the noise. It is only because the petrol engines were first and at that time the most practical solution that we expect at race to be noisy,” John Nielsen says. Therefore the experienced and well reputated Danish racing driver didn’t hesitate one second to accept the role as an ambassador for the International Eco Enduro.
”One and a half week ago we also had a visit from the American Zero factory. They wanted to support the Eco Enduro with 4-5 electrical Zero bikes,” tells Ivan Reedtz-Thott from the organizing group. ”We’ll soon be able to present the first sponsors as a supplement to the support provided by The Sporting Year 2009. We are of course quite happy about it as it is not without costs to make a motor race, especially not as a pioneer,” smiles the Danish Dakar veteran and reigning vice-world champion in Cross Country Quad – and also an organic farmer.

The schedule is taking form. We start with practice and race in the area around Faxe in the south-east Zeeland (60 minutes from Danish capital Copenhagen). Here it will be quite Enduro-like competition. The 2nd race day we do a Motord-race combining a cross-track and a karting-circuit 15 km from the Copenhagen City Centre and we end of with a Finale hopefully right in the centre of Copenhagen, hosting the Climate Change Conference.
