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United Nations Climate Change Conference in Copenhagen:

International Eco Enduro attracts world stars
The International Eco Enduro – the World First environmental friendly Enduro race for electrical competition motorbikes taking place with finale races in central Copenhagen at the time of the UN Climate Change Conference in December – attracts the first world stars. Former World Champion in cross country rally raid, 6th in Rally Dakar 2009, Norwegian Pål Anders Ullevålseter has decided to compete in the eco-race in spite of the fact that the Rally Dakar 2010 starts just a few weeks later.

”I think the Eco Enduro is a very exiting project,” Pål Anders Ullevålseter says. ”It is of greatest importance, that we, as motorsportsmen show which direction to take, also when it comes to the environment. In my time as cross country driver I have experienced some of the most beautiful and breathtaking landscapes in the world, not less in Sahara and South America. If we do not act with responsibility and reduce the pollution these landscapes will change and that is definitely not acceptable,” the Norwegian Dakar-racer states.
Pål Anders Ullevålseter participated in the Rally Dakar first time in 2002 and finished 9th. The year after he was 7th. In 2004 the Norwegian took 5th spot and won the cross country World title. In 2007 he was 2nd in the World Cup and finished 6th in this years edition of the Rally Dakar. Also in 2010 the 40 year old Norwegian participates in Rally Dakar.

”For us as event organizers it is amazing that Pål Anders has decided to participate in International Eco Enduro,” says Ivan Reedtz-Thott, initiator and head of the World First international Enduro race for electrical zero-pollution motorbikes. Ivan Reedtz-Thott himself has a certain experience from cross country rallies having participated in the Rally Dakar six times.
The International Eco Enduro takes place on the island of Sjaelland, housing the Danish capital Copenhagen. A series of separate races will be run starting on the estate of Ivan Reedtz-Thott the 11th of December, finishing the 13th of December at Svanemøllen, a military estate situated in the central Copenhagen only 4 km from the home of the Danish Queen.
