International Eco Enduro in December:

5 times World Champion Joël Smets to race in Copenhagen
Belgium motocross star, five time World Champion Joël Smets is going to race in Denmark in December, when the International Eco Enduro – the World First environmental friendly Enduro race for electrical competition motorbikes – is taking place with finale races in central Copenhagen on the break day of the UN Climate Change Conference, COP15.

"I think this is a very exiting project.” Joël Smets says. ”I have had the opportunity to test ride a copy of the Quantya bike, which are used for the races in Denmark. It was a good experience and I'm not in doubt, that electrical motorsport is an important part of the future."
The finale races are taking place at “Svanemøllens Kasserne”, a military estate close to the city centre. In the days leading up to the finale, Joël Smets and approximately 40 other drivers from Scandinavia and around Europe are competing in the forests of Strandegård, Ivan Reedtz-Thottz’s estate close to Faxe, south of Copenhagen, in Faxe and also at the geo-historical estate of Klintholm, situated on a huge calk cliff, Møns Klint, unique in the world of nature.
Joël Smets carrier includes five motocross World Championship titles won in the 500 cc class in the period 1995-2003. Besides he has taken four silver medals and is, 40 years of age, still going strong. Unusual for sportsmen of his calibre he did not start riding motocross until he was 17. Having participated in his last World Championship motocross race a few years ago he also has done selected races in the World Enduro Championship. This impressive carrier counting 57 Grand Prix victories has made Joël Smets the world second successful motocross driver ever.
Joël Smets will be joined by other world stars including the 2004 Cross Country World Champion, Pål Anders Ullevålseter from Norway, Danish star and Grand Prix winner in the MX1 top category of motocross, Brian Kjaer Jorgensen and winner of the first ever Central Europe Rally (substitute for the Rally Dakar 2008), Frenchman David Casteu, fourth in this years Rally Dakar in Argentine and Chile.
